Photographer: A photographer wants to come and take pictures of the Academy Building. She travels around WI photographing old abandoned buildings. S. Biba states she will sign a release. A MOTION was made by N. Gray, seconded by P. Remm and carried to approve the photographer taking pictures of the academy building.
