Financials and Contracts: A MOTION was made by P. Remm, seconded by K. Boodry and carried to approve the financial report and payment of bills for March 2022. 
PTO Fundraiser: Audience Member Debbie Thome states the past years when the school has a PTO Fundraiser, the Village has given vouchers for Rentals to be auctioned off. A MOTION was made by P. Remm, seconded by K. Boodry and carried to approve two free rental vouchers for the school's auction, 
Family Nights: Endeavor Little League is looking to hold Family nights every Tuesday Night from June 7th- June 28th from 5:30pm-7pm. A MOTION was made by K. Boodry, seconded by P. Remm and carried to approve the Endeavor Little League to use the baseball field for family nights. 
Calico Caper Hall Rental: The Calico Capers are looking to move their monthly meetings to the Village Hall. They are wondering if we will rent the hall for $50.00 or cheaper. They've been holding them at the Fire station and they've recently increased the price to $75.00. A MOTION was made by P. Remm, seconded by K. Boodry and carried to approve the hall rental fee for the Calico Caper Board meetings to be $50.00 
Sharing Supper: President Biba states that there has been talk about starting the sharing supper again using the park and concession stand. They would be on the second Wednesdays in June, July and August from 4:00pm-7:00pm. A MOTION was made by P. Remm, seconded by K. Boodry and carried to approve the sharing supper. 
Walk with Ease: The ARDC is looking to start a walking group. They want the meet up to be here at the Village Hall. It would be 3 times a week for just an hour or so this summer. A MOTION was made by K. Boodry, seconded by P. Remm and carried to approve the Walk with ease program working with village clerk's schedule. 
BOR: Our Assessor Allen got ahold of Brandi to give some dates. Open book will be depending on BOR, Allen states that June 8th from 4pm-6pm works best for him but he could also do the 14th, 15th, 16th 21st,22nd 23rd. A MOTION was made by P. Remm, seconded by K, Boodry and carried to approve BOR June 8th from 4-6pm.

Fire Dept: Gary Shoppenhorst was here to speak. Before beginning he was asked if he had posted a fire board quorum and if he didn't, he would have to leave. Bob Coppernoll then spoke and told the board there was supposed to be a meeting to get P. Remm on financials but he hasn't been able to get into contact with anyone. Chief Flannery states he will remind the Fire Board that bob is the president and they need to talk to him. The next fire board meeting is July 6th. Steve Biba also wants to reappoint Peggy Remm and Bob Coppernoll to the Fire Board. Public Works: K, Boodry states he is going to touch base with the county for the work on the culvert. There has been major cleanup on the sewer fields that was done by S. Biba.
